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Progress in Uganda
In the Field Ministries (ITFM) has been very busy over the past couple months in Uganda. As many of
you know, our past projects have been well drilling, building a school as well as providing school
supplies and teacher housing, but our latest endeavor is providing a medical clinic for a local community
in the bush. We are very proud to announce that we have officially purchased over 25 acres of land in
Uganda near a town called Nabisooto. This land sits along a main public access road that makes it a
perfect location for a local clinic. One of the purposes of this land is to build a clinic facility to support

the community, but it will hopefully serve a variety of other functions such as a primary and vocational
school, all with a self-sustaining business model using local agriculture.

John returned a month ago from a six-week trip to Uganda. He was able to take care of the purchase of
land as well as help get things started on the ground. So far we have almost completed the construction
of the first building unit. It consists of a storage room, two small living quarters and a pit latrine. The
storage room will allow ITFM to safely house our tools and equipment needed to continue working on
the ground in Uganda. We are currently looking for a caretaker to permanently live on the property.

The construction of the building went very well.
We were using many natural resources found on
our land. Also we purchased a gasoline engine
powered cement mixer. It is portable and works
perfectly for what we need. We also now have
three FinnBUILDERS (our thanks to those of
you have helped to purchase this equipment!),
which allows for faster pace construction and
produces a very solid and sturdy building. Most
importantly we now have seven individuals in
Uganda who are trained to use this system for
future projects. We are very fortunate for what
we have been able to do in the past couple
months.

Our next step is to drill a well and have it developed and cased. We are privileged to have funds pledged
toward this project and are so grateful to those who are committed to the vision of ITFM.

Fundraising Goals: Our immediate need is $50,000 to complete the clinic, kitchen and bathroom.

Fruits and Farming
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goal is through agriculture. On his visit, John was able to pick up
numerous fruit and coffee trees. We are also excited to have

planted several acres of corn, cassava and beans, to keep with the
idea of making this project more of a self-sustaining business
model. We hope to see this benefitting students, teachers, and the
local community in the future. Please be praying for the planting
and harvest season in Uganda and that we are able to get our
product to market.
