Meet Johnson our new caretaker: 
As of October 1st we have hired a caretaker full time to watch 

over the property. His name is Johnson and we are very happy to 

have him. He has a variety of duties.  

His responsibilities include:  

1. Opening and closing the well each day. The well is locked up 

at night as a security measure.  

2. Taking care of the few goats we are raising to begin a village 

outreach program. 

3. Working the land. ITFM continues to work towards a more 

self-sustaining model in country by raising crops. But we still 

must raise support on a monthly basis in order to employ peo-

ple and move these projects forward. Please consider joining 

us on a monthly basis as you are able to. We really appreciate 

all your ongoing support. 

4. Monitoring the borders of the property. If we are not vigilant, 

people will try to steal crops and burn trees for charcoal. 

UPDATES - 2011 
 

Would you consider helping us give the people of Uganda a brighter future? Your investment will not

Completed as of this year: 

1. Home Base; 25 acre property purchased!! 

2. Water; Well Drilled & Operational!! Storage tank and lines being worked on now. 

3. Clinic; Funds for 2/3 of the initial building. Stay tuned as ITFM breaks ground on this project. 

4. Goats; Several goats are now being cared for in Nabisooto. You can give a family a goat for $75. 

5. Buildings; Storage room/caretaker room and bathroom all completed. 

Help Needed: 

1. Funds; $10,000 is still needed to complete construction on the clinic building. 

2. Village Health Worker; We are looking to staff the clinic with a qualified health worker that can 

be of great help to the local people. Monthly support will be needed as we grow.  

3. Barns / Fencing; the goats need to be contained and protected very well. We need to provide a safe 

and secure environment for them. $4,500 

4. Funds; $15,000 is needed to build a large outdoor kitchen and 2 incinerators for the clinic.

John will be in Uganda for 5 weeks putting in the foundation and giving su-

pervision to this clinic project.
